districtsto pivot to remote instructioon what would otherwise be a day of school closure due to
weather and neweather emergenciemcluding but not limited to snow, floods, tornadoes, and

building fires. This is atthe district option andmust beconsistentwith district instructional and

reopening plans.

This pilot may resultin additionalflexibility for thedistrictto utilize additionalinstructionaldays,
beyondthe minimum 180-day requirementfor otherpurposesSuch changes must be consistent
with all existing laws andegulations, including the minimum instructional hour requirement, as
well as any collective bargainiragreement.
